The Issue

An 2006 there were 103,620 seniors in Ottawa. By 2031, this number will more than double to 230,576

Al in 4 require support; 1 in 10 do not get the support they need

A0% of seniors in Ottawa live below the LICO

A00+ seniors are on the waiting list for social housing

Alp to 33% of the long term care wait list could be diverted through affordable supportive housing initiatives
A93% of seniors in Canada live in their own homes compared to 90% in Ottawa

This represents thousands of seniors — a number that will grow dramatically as the population ages
